The ARRL Foundation manages more than 150 scholarships established by generous donors ranging from $500 to $25,000.

Applications will be accepted through December 30, 2025 at 12:00 PM EST.

The ARRL Foundation Scholarship Committee will review all applicants for eligibility and award decisions. All applicants must be an active, FCC-licensed amateur radio operators. 
[NOTE: Active foreign amateur radio operators are eligible for the ARDC Scholarships]. 

All applicants must submit a completed online application. Transcripts and any additional required documents must be submitted WITH the application and not emailed separately. A number of scholarships require additional documents, such as a letter of recommendation from a sitting Officer of an ARRL-affiliated club. Applications without accompanying transcripts and additional required documents (if applicable) will not be considered. Scholarship recipients will be notified in June. 

Awards are mailed directly to recipients' schools and will be awarded in July.
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Here in the Great Lakes Division, we have over 50 hamfests a year.

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Renewing your FCC Amateur Radio License

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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]ARRL is reporting that the FCC has extended the filing deadline to March 5, 2026, for amateur radio licenses that otherwise were due to expire from October 1, 2025, to March 5, 2026. The announcement is included in an FCC Public Notice (DA-25-943) released on Monday, November 17, 2025.

The news follows the recent reopening of the federal government on November 13, following a lengthy 43-day shutdown. Since reopening, many federal agencies, including the FCC, have resumed activities, though reducing backlogs and rebounding to full operations may take some time. This includes significant delays in filing amateur radio license applications.

Hey ARRL Members:  License modifications/changes and renewals will be processed to the FCC for FREE for current ARRL members as part of your membership services. An FCC fee may apply to your license transaction which must be paid directly to the FCC. ARRL VEC can help you make the FCC payment. As soon as the application and payment is pending in the FCC system, call our office and have a credit card ready.  We can login to the CORES payment system and effortlessly pay the $35 FCC fee using your credit card. See the FCC Fee section below.

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Renewing your Ham license isn’t as easy as it used to be. Since the FCC is now collecting a $35 fee with all renewals there’s a little more to it now than just completing the 605 and sending it in.

To renew, update, or add an email address or phone number to a license record, amateurs may file online (electronically) on the FCC ULS website via the License Manager System using their FCC issued FCC Registration Number (FRN) and password.  Manually filed paper applications are not accepted by the FCC.  A valid email address is required on all applications and filings.  




Applicants are required to answer the FCC Basic Qualification Question (felony question) if they are filing for one of the following purposes indicated: New, Amendment, Modification (Upgrade or Call sign change), Renewal Only, or Renewal with Modification.  Applicants applying for any other purpose are not required to answer this question.

The FCC permits administrative updates and call sign changes at any time. License renewals are allowed at 90 days or less before a license will expire, and when the license has expired but is still within the two-year grace period. Licenses that have been expired for more than two years are not eligible for renewal or reinstatement. 

Visit the FCC’s License Renewal Instructions page and the FCC’s Renewal Application Checklist page. This checklist is a preparation guide to help license holders gather the necessary information before they begin the License Renewal process, direct them to the proper websites, and provide help articles to common issues some people encounter. 
The checklist is intended to help the Amateur community navigate the ULS and CORES systems, to file and pay for their applications.

There are also instructions available on the FCC’s Knowledge Base page to help the Amateur community find the appropriate FCC resources.

The FCC charges an application fee for certain filings including new licenses, vanity call sign requests, and license renewals. There are no fees for administrative updates, such as a change of name, mailing or email address, modification applications to upgrade an amateur radio licensee’s operator class or to request a sequentially issued call sign.

To file applications and pay any FCC application fees, the applicant must set up a new FCC CORES Username account. After creating the account, when logged in, you must associate your existing FRN to your new username. 

Most amateurs have not yet registered for a CORES account. Follow the "Legacy CORES Users" instructions on the FCC CORES Registration Instructions page before attempting to file an application online. After completing the application online, if a payment is required, the system will automatically open a page asking how the applicant wants to pay and will walk the applicant through the payment process. If the application is filed through a VEC organization, the FCC fee must still be paid online directly to the FCC not to the organization processing the application form. View the application fee filing guide and instructions on the ARRL's FCC Application Fee webpage. 

Licensees can log into the ULS License Manager System with their FRN and password at any time and update anything in their FCC license record, including adding an email address.

Amateur radio licensees and examination candidates must provide the FCC with an email address on all applications.


For additional assistance or to reset a password, call the FCC Licensing Support Center at 877-480-3201 (Mon.-Fri. 8 a.m.-6 p.m. ET), or submit a help request on the FCC’s Wireless Licensing Help Center website.

ARRL members may manually file an application for free (via mail, email, or FAX) to the ARRL VEC using the NCVEC Form 605.  Non-members will be charged a processing fee to use this member service.

Send a Radiogram…  What’s a Radiogram?
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You’ve probably heard of amateur radio (“ham”) operators, and you might know a friend, family member, or neighbor who loves to build radio equipment and talk to thousands of other ham operators around the world!

But, you might not know that amateur radio operators are primed and ready to step in and provide valuable communications to the general public, when all else fails. Even if Internet service, power lines, and phone lines are all down, amateur radio still can get the message through. To be ready for this, many amateurs have joined a network called the National Traffic System (NTS), which is like a telegraph office over radio. NTS volunteers spend their free time relaying messages, called Radiograms, entirely by amateur radio, completely free of charge. 
This is great practice to be sure they can serve the public during a true emergency!

Send a Radiogram Now — It’s Free!   Radiogram – NTS
Now, there’s a way that YOU can try Amateur Radio messaging! Think of a friend or family member you’d like to contact by Radiogram. You can send any short message, as long as it’s not business-related, urgent or critical, or too private or personal.
Your message will be picked up by an Amateur Radio volunteer operator and relayed across the country to near its destination; finally, the recipient will get a local phone call from a nearby ham, or the message might even be delivered in person. 
Along the way, ham operators will be relaying your message by voice, digital, or even Morse code, and getting valuable practice in emergency public service. To make it easy, please choose one of the standard message texts contained in the form. 

(Note: Both the sender and the recipient must be in the United States or Canada).
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Is Your Ham Radio Club Rolling Out the Red Carpet?

Ah, the humble ham radio club. A venerable institution, often steeped in tradition, static, and the comfortable hum of familiar voices. It’s a place where seasoned operators swap tales of epic DXpeditions and debate the merits of various antenna designs. But here’s the million-dollar question – or perhaps the more pertinent, "how-do-we-get-more-members?" question: Is your club a welcoming beacon for the uninitiated, or does it inadvertently project a "members only" vibe that would make even the most intrepid guest feel like an interloper?

Let’s face it, every club, regardless of its niche, needs fresh blood to thrive. And for ham radio, a hobby that combines fascinating technology with vital community service, attracting new operators isn't just a nice-to-have; it's essential for its very future. So, let’s hold up a metaphorical mirror to our beloved clubs and ponder some home truths.

The Importance of a Welcoming Committee
Does your club have a designated welcoming committee, or at the very least, someone friendly whose job it is to greet visitors at the door? Walking into a room filled with people who are already engaged in their own conversations can be intimidating, especially for newcomers. It can leave a new guest feeling awkward and unsure of where to go or how to join in, especially if they find themselves lingering by the coffee pot, hoping for someone to acknowledge their presence.

A simple greeting, such as, "Hi there, welcome! Glad you could make it," can make a world of difference. It takes very little effort, but that small act can help someone feel seen and valued, instead of feeling like they have accidentally wandered into a private poker game. By making this initial connection, your club can set a positive tone and make visitors feel comfortable and included from the moment they arrive.

Officer Introductions: Putting Faces to Callsigns: Are your club officers introduced at the beginning of the meeting? This isn't just about formality; it humanizes the leadership. Knowing who the president, vice-president, and secretary are, complete with their callsigns, helps guests understand the club’s structure and who to approach with questions. It shows an intentional effort to include everyone from the get-go.

The Power of the Pamphlet: Imagine handing a visitor a neatly designed pamphlet or handout. This isn't just a nostalgic nod to bygone marketing; it's a practical tool. Such a document could briefly explain the club’s history, its mission, upcoming club activities, and crucially, how to get involved. Mentioning affiliation with organizations like the ARRL adds credibility and hints at the broader ham radio community. Don't forget contact information and meeting schedules! It's a physical reminder of their visit and an invitation to return, without the pressure of remembering everything said aloud.

The Business Meeting Dilemma
Business meetings are essential for the effective operation of any club, ensuring that important matters such as finances, approval of minutes, and planning for future events are properly addressed. However, it is important to consider the experience of new guests. If the business portion of the meeting extends beyond 20 minutes, it can become tedious—especially for newcomers who may not be invested in detailed discussions about last month's budget or debates over the color of the new repeater shack paint.

To maintain engagement and prevent boredom, the business portion should be kept concise and efficient. Consider offering a separate, more detailed report for those members who wish to explore the specifics further. By prioritizing engaging content during the general meeting, the club can create a more dynamic and welcoming atmosphere for all attendees.
The One-Hour Rule of Thumb: Do your meetings run over one hour? While passion for ham radio can be boundless, people's attention spans and evening schedules are not. A well-structured, engaging meeting that respects people’s time is more likely to see repeat attendance. It sends a message that the club values its members’ time as much as its own agenda.
To achieve this, the leader should be prepared to gently redirect off-topic discussions and encourage participants to concentrate on subjects that support the club’s mission. Familiarity with Roberts’ Rules of Order is also beneficial, as it provides a framework for managing the flow of conversation and maintaining order throughout the meeting. By actively overseeing discussions and making ham radio-related content a priority, clubs can create more valuable and efficient meeting experiences for all attendees.

Prioritizing Guest Speakers: Respecting Time and Maximizing Value
Allocating sufficient time for guest speakers is crucial for the enrichment and educational growth of club members. External presenters, whether they are experts in electromagnetic compatibility or representatives from local emergency services, offer fresh perspectives and valuable insights that can greatly benefit attendees. 
When guest speakers are rushed through their presentations, it not only diminishes the effort they have put into preparing but also reduces the educational value for the audience.

Presentations that cover topics such as antenna theory, digital modes, contesting strategies, or even a simple show-and-tell of a member’s latest project can invigorate club gatherings. These sessions provide valuable learning opportunities and spark curiosity for both experienced operators and newcomers alike. By prioritizing informative and stimulating activities, clubs can foster a vibrant atmosphere that encourages ongoing involvement and enthusiasm for ham radio.

Community Engagement: More Than Just Talk: Does your club participate in activities that benefit your community? This is where ham radio truly shines. Engaging in public service events, supporting local runs or festivals, or being an active part of ARES (Amateur Radio Emergency Service) demonstrates the practical, invaluable side of the hobby. These club activities not only serve the community but also provide hands-on experience and a sense of purpose for members, making the club more attractive to those looking to contribute.

Embracing the Digital Age: In a post-pandemic world, flexibility is key. Are your club meetings hybrid utilizing video platforms like Zoom or Teams? Offering a hybrid option significantly expands your reach, allowing members and guests who live far away, have mobility issues, or are simply juggling busy schedules to participate. It shows the club is forward-thinking and committed to inclusion, rather than stubbornly clinging to analog methods for digital interactions.

After attending a meeting, a guest who has enjoyed the experience and felt welcomed may be eager to join the club. It is at this critical juncture that the process for becoming a member should be straightforward and inviting. If the sign-up procedure is complicated, requiring multiple forms, confusing payment methods, or resulting in delayed confirmation—it can quickly discourage even the most enthusiastic potential members.

To foster growth and make a positive impression, clubs should ensure that joining is simple, clear, and immediate. This can be achieved by offering a direct link on the club’s website for online sign-ups, providing a concise and easy-to-understand form available at meetings, or designating a specific individual who is responsible for handling new memberships efficiently. By streamlining the membership process, clubs remove unnecessary barriers and demonstrate their commitment to welcoming new members into the community.

The Bottom Line: Why All This Fuss?
Ultimately, the vibrancy and longevity of any ham radio club depend on its ability to attract and retain members. A club that is genuinely inviting, transparent, informative, and community-minded will not only thrive but also continue to keep the spirit of amateur radio alive for generations to come. So, perhaps it's time for every club to take a long, honest look in that metaphorical mirror. Is your club truly rolling out the red carpet, or is it inadvertently signaling "QRT" to potential new blood? The future of ham radio might just depend on it.

SKYWARN Recognition Day 2025 Cancelled

NOAA’s National Weather Service (NWS) has announced the cancellation of SKYWARN™ Recognition Day (SRD) 2025.

The necessary time and resources required to plan a comprehensive national event for SKYWARN™ Recognition Day 2025 are not available this year. Thus, the difficult decision was made to cancel this year's event by the NWS. 

The NWS will work with ARRL and SKYWARN™ spotters to brainstorm ideas to redevelop a spotter appreciation event in 2026.

ARRL The National Association for Amateur Radio®, which has a Memorandum of Understanding with NWS, emphasized the strength of the long-standing partnership behind the event. “ARRL is proud of the continued partnership with the National Weather Service to promote and recognize SKYWARN and the volunteers around the country. We look forward to working together to revitalize and promote SKYWARN Recognition Day again next year,” said Josh Johnston, KE5MHV, ARRL Director of Emergency Management.
Established in 1999 by the National Weather Service and ARRL, SKYWARN Recognition Day celebrates the critical contributions SKYWARN volunteers make in supporting the NWS mission to protect life and property.
